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HUMILITY vs. PRIDE
     When Jesus entered into Jerusalem, he did it differently, he rode into town with total humility to show us that pride in life is in full view of God and he does not desire his people to live in such a way. If pride were the way, then Jesus needed a great steed, a white horse with gold bridals and a custom saddle. He would have deemed it necessary to enter into the city by trumpet sound and choir songs. But no, divinity (godliness) is not established in such a way. His manner of entering into Zion fulfills prophesy in Zechariah 9:9 where it says,
“Rejoice, O people of Zion!  Shout in triumph, O people of Jerusalem! Look, your king is coming to you.  He is righteous and victorious, yet he is humble, riding on a donkey, riding on a donkey’s colt.” 
What Does Humility Mean?
     Humility can be defined as having a modest or low view of one’s importance. This is the exact opposite of being excessively proud or arrogant. Humility is a strength in a person because a humble person is not overly confident of himself and can recognize his faults and weaknesses.
     The following methods are taken from a quote by Mother Teresa’s on how to practice humility.
· To speak as little as possible of oneself.
· To mind one’s own business.
· Not to want to manage other people’s affairs.
· To avoid curiosity.
· To accept contradictions and correction cheerfully.
· To pass over the mistakes of others.
· To accept insults and injuries.
· To accept being slighted, forgotten and disliked.
· To be kind and gentle even under provocation.
· Never to stand on one’s dignity.
· To choose always the hardest.

THE DIFFERENCE?
PRIDE vs. HUMILITY 
Pride can refer to having an excessively high view of one’s importance.
Humility refers to having a modest or low view of one’s importance.
Strength
Pride is a weakness.
Humility is a strength.
Acceptance of Faults
A proud person cannot accept his faults and weaknesses.
A humble person readily accepts his faults and weaknesses and attempts to correct them.
Attitude towards Others
A proud person often sees himself as superior to others.
A humble person does not feel that he is superior to others.
Associated Feelings  
Excessive pride is associated with vanity, arrogance, haughtiness and overconfidence.
Humility is associated with modesty, confidence, and humbleness.
Summary – Pride vs. Humility
     While the term pride has both negative and positive aspects, it is the negative aspect of humility, i.e., the excessive pride that is always referred to in comparison with humility. In this negative sense, pride is the exact opposite of humility. 
     Pride refers to having an excessively high opinion of oneself whereas humility refers to having a modest opinion of oneself. This is the main difference between pride and humility. Humility is a strength whereas pride is a weakness.

Casual Walk Through Matthew’s Gospel

     This is our 3rd casual look at the Gospel of Matthew. (Please read Matthew 1:18-25).

     Without any hesitation or apparent doubt in his mind, Matthew writes, “The birth of Jesus the Messiah took place in this way”. From there he casually says that prior to Mary and Joseph having any sexual encounters, Mary was with child by the Holy Spirit.

     Now, you and I know that there are people who doubt the Virgin Birth. “Impossible” is a word used by those “thinkers.” Mary could not have been a virgin is their choral song. Please know that my faith in God and my discipleship to God’s Son has no dependency on the virgin birth. God has done and continues to do so many things in my personal life and in the lives of others, as well as in the universe itself, that I know God is with us always and does miraculous things over and over again. The virgin birth is not really all that miraculous when one puts it all together.

     Just try to change a few gallons of water into the finest of wines; try feeding a large crowd with a few fish and very little bread; tell me how come you were yourself given life on planet earth; tell me how Moses could pick up a snake, have it become a stick so he could punch a hole in the right spot to allow an unknown pond of water above to let water flow in abundance; and by the way, can you make an eye see or an ear hear?; could you make a tiny seed that when planted in the earth would become a tall oak tree? With all of today’s engineering and scientific knowledge, can we produce a sun in the heavens that gives light and heat for a million years and is amazingly still fulfilling its God-given purpose without our supervision or care taking? The virgin birth is nothing more miraculous than the activities of God all around us. Moses saw a burning bush that was not consumed by the blazing flame…’startling, look again at the sun.

     Now, a quick peek at the last verses of our casual walk through Matthew. Verse 24 reads: 
“So when Joseph woke up (from his dream) he married Mary as the angel of the Lord had told him to do.” We should not forget that Joseph was planning to break off relationship with Mary, once he heard she was with child. But the message the angel gave him became more important than everything else. 

     This had to have been a real challenge for Joseph.  We too have challenges in our lives. Some are extremely important, many may be difficult to accept and carry out.
Scripture gives us no indication that Joseph’s challenge was a stressful thing for him to 
carry out. 

     We can find the same strength and capability to carry out our challenges, if we do as Joseph did. “He did as the angel of the Lord had told him.” He kept his faith in God very much alive! Matthew 10:28 gives us a truth of which I speak: (Jesus said) “Come to me, all of you who are tired from carrying heavy loads, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke and put it on you, and learn from me because I am gentle and humble in spirit; and you will find rest. For the yoke I will give you is easy, and the load I will put on you is light.”
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     That is the answer to ALL our burdens and/or challenges. Walk with the Lord; His yoke upon us is a gift of whatever it is we need to carry the burdens of life each day. The yoke of which Jesus speaks is, in short, the “PERSONAL ALLEGIANCE TO CHRIST.” 

     Hymns like, “I Need Thee Every Hour” and even “Jesus Loves Me” are filled with words of eternal truth that will help any seeking reader struggling with challenges or burdens.

     Walk with God and I promise that you will never, never walk alone.
