Casual Walk Through Matthew’s Gospel
This Month’s casual look at Matthew.
HEROD’S RAGE            MATTHEW 2: 16-18
	Verse 16 shared with us that King Herod not only had a temper tantrum when he heard that the Wisemen double crossed him, but Herod allowed his temper to drive him to do what no one should ever do. His being so upset over what the Wisemen did to him, caused him to give a command that all male children two years old and younger be put to death. 
	Anger can cause despicable acts. The children who were killed had done nothing to deserve their fate and their parents did nothing to warrant their horrendous grief. In no way would God have accepted Herod’s action as warranted. Herod’s anger was fueled by the feeling of being “outdone,” by being over-looked, coupled with his selfish feelings, and thinking of no one but himself.
	We all need to watch out for anger; it can build on almost anything, and cause actions that minutes later we would pray, had never happened!
	If we allow our anger or personal disgust to guide our momentary action, what we DO or SAY might later cause us nauseating pain and grief. Anger has torn families apart, tossed friendship asunder, and divided neighbors over what otherwise might have gone unnoticed. 
	Herod acted like a spoiled child who never learned the important lesson of discipline. His thought pattern must have gone something like this: “Okay, so the Wisemen tricked me, I’ll show them a thing or two!”   Herod had a bunch of innocents, beautiful male children killed. BUT remember, that in spite of this shameless and sinful act, that thing he sought out to accomplish was achieved.  Most likely the wisemen never heard of Herod’s God forsaken action. 
God had seen to it that Jesus was long gone from the far-reaching arms of Herod’s corrupted mind. All the killing, all the heartaches, and all the grieving he caused with his anger, did absolutely nothing to further the attainment of his goal.  God’s Holy Word tells us to take your anger to the woodshed and beat it to ashes, or take it into a closet, shut the door and ask for God’s help to “put it away.”   
	When it is all said and done, Herod really had a problem with his ego. We are not immune to this ourselves. The problem can be ours while we may be oblivious to it. We will do well to look into the mirror of our lives to be sure our egos are not causing havoc. 
	Cheating others in a business deal, for example, or by telling a lie to save face is wrong. A number of years ago my wife and I looked at a recreational vehicle that we were told had cost over fifty thousand dollars, when new. In looking over the vehicle and some manuals on it, we came across the original bill of sale. It was purchased by the original owner for the sum of thirty-six thousand dollars, NOT the stated Fifty thousand dollars.  We did not purchase that RV. 
	Herod was so self-centered that nothing else mattered to him but what happened to himself. He was, in his mind, all powerful and the only criteria for truth and concern for others was his. His ideal for correctness and truth was what satisfied his whim at any given moment. 
Can’t you just imagine him saying, “That newborn child might mature and want my job, so Kill him!” 
	Let all this remind us, that we never gain by thinking only of ourselves! Jesus tells us that there is a much better way. “A new commandment I give you,” Jesus said, “that you love one another as I have loved you.” I do not think that Herod would give anything of himself to others, nor did he understand what it meant to love. To you and me, Jesus’ new commandment means that we put “Jesus first.”   It means to strive to do God’s Will. As our daughter, Cynthia E. Hadley, M.D. expressed it, “We should work toward unconditional love to all, for then we will love as God loves.”  
	All the above should remind us that love is the answer. The way we treat everyone is so important. Unlike Herod, we should love all people; those who may be a threat to your job, those whose personality clashes with yours, or whatever may cause havoc to your relationship with them. 
Martin Niemoeller once wrote, “God is not the enemy of my enemies. God is not even the enemy of God’s enemies. God is love.” HEROD DID NOT HAVE THE GIFT THAT GOD LATER GAVE US. However, he did have God’s Commandments, words of the prophets and an abundance of corrective ways to live his life. HE OBVIOUSLY PAID NO ATTENTION TO THEM. Matthew’s Gospel reminds us to never allow our ego, our desire to “get back at” someone, our pride or anything else separate us from God's Will.  In sending Jesus to us, God demonstrated for us how we should endeavor to live, if we desired peace and joy. Let us personally resolve to live a disciplined life of faith, so that Jesus’ ways might    automatically be more and more our ways.
