After sharing the bread, Jesus took a cup of wine, and gave it to them, saying, “This is my blood of the new covenant which is poured out for many.”  
People:   Jesus, as we drink this cup, let it be a sign for us of all you did for us, and who you are for us.   Thank you that you bring us peace that passes all understanding.           [people drink the cup] 
Let us Pray:   Jesus, through your death and resurrection you reconciled the world to God, and through your example you have shown us a way to peace.   Give us strength as the people of God to be channels of peace in the world, speaking your peace, living your peace, and always longing for that moment of eternal peace when we shall see you again.   Amen.
